His wife, Raymonde, and daughter, Janine, thought that a fitting use of the remainder of 
Bob’s memorial funds would be a complement to the baptism font.  A potter has been 
commissioned to make communion chalices and platens for our use.  On Sunday, 
August 3 two chalices and two platens were consecrated to the glory of God for service 
in this church in loving memory of Bob Crowe.
