SEEDS OF A SOWER

Since the days of our founders, United Methodists have found it imperative to apply our
Christian faith to the social issues of the day. John Wesley found ways to offer medical services
at no cost to the poor in London. He not only preached spiritual health, but worked to restore
physical health among the impoverished who heard his call. He wrote Primitive Physick, a
primer on health and medicine for those too poor to pay for a doctor.

As our nation considers the matter of health care, | share with you a portion of The
Social Principles approved by the United Methodist Church to guide its members in making
prayerful, thoughtful responses to the issues of our time. If you would like a fuller statement on
the issue, IOm happy to share a copy fromiThe Book of Resolutions.

Providing the care needed to maintain health, prevent disease, and restore health after
injury or iliness is a responsibility each person owes others and government owes to all, a
responsibility government ignores at its peril. In Ezekiel 34:4a, God points out the failures of the
leadership of Israel to care for the weak: OYou have not strengthened the weak, you have not
healed the sick, you have not bound up the injured.O As a result all suffer. Like police and fire
protection, health care is best funded through the governmentOs ability to tax each person
equitably and directly fund the provider entities. Countries facing a public health crises such as
HIV/AIDS must have access to generic medicines and to patented medicines. We affirm the
right of men and women to have access to comprehensive reproductive health/family planning
information and services that will serve as a means to prevent unplanned pregnancies, reduce
abortions, and prevent the spread of HIV/AIDS. The right to health care includes care for
persons with brain diseases, neurological conditions, or physical disabilities, who must be
afforded the same access to health care as all other persons in our communities. It is unjust to
construct or perpetuate barriers to physical or mental wholeness or full participation in
community.

We believe it is a governmental responsibility to provide all citizens with health care.
